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New Child Restraint Laws

All children should be seated in a suitable restraint when travelling in a car for their own safety, Adult
seatbelts do not offer sufficient protection for babies and children and an appropriate child restraint must
be used until your child reaches 7 years (generally at about 26kg in weight). The new laws require all
children up to age 7 to be adequately restrained.

These news laws have or will come into effect for each state as follows:

VIC-9 November 2009 ACT-15 March 2010
TAS 30 November 2009 WA - March 2010
NSW- 1 March 2010 SA- Mid 2010
QLD-11 March 2010 NT- Mid 2010
